David Migden was born in Little Rock Arkansas and moved over to the UK when he
was a teenager. Growing up in America’s deep south had a lasting effect on David but
most of all it was the rich mix of music that was played in his house by his parents
that had the greatest inpuence over his musical taste. Blues, Country, Rock and Roll,
Jazz and Classical music were the variety of sounds that echoed around the walls of
his house. David’s dad, a professional classical musician, inspired David to initially
pursue a classical career. David started playing the French horn at 13 and played in
youth brass bands. At 18 David discovered his unique vocal talents whilst singing
along to BB King, Al Green and Lou Rawls. For Davidis 21st birthday his father bought
him a piano to write songs and this is when David’s musical obsession really kicked
in. Migden is a self-taught musician, drawing his inspiration from artists such as Tom
Waits, Nick Cave, David Byrne, Bill Hicks, Randy Newman, Dr. Seuss and Neil Young.

David began performing the blues with Joe Gibson in an acoustic duo. They supported
many artists such as Paul Jones and Sherman Robertson and played regularly around
the blues circuit. David then joined The Lee Sankey Group and made an album with
Phil Brown which became the number 1 blues album in Britain and favorably reviewed
by the Times, Mojo and numerous blues magazines.

David toured Europe with Lee and played regularly at the 100 club and Ronnie Scotts
in London as well as live radio broadcasts on BBC 2, Jazz FM and GLR. David left Leeis
band and formed his own fully original band “Hushpukena” (a rock, fusion, nutty,
crazy noise cacophony), which has created a formidable reputation and following
around London.

Little Stranger is David Migdenis yrst solo release, a collection of ten original songs
with two covers Hold On (Tom Waits) and Easy Money (R. Lee Jones). David co-wrote
three of the songs with legendary bassist; Don Richardson who also co-produced the
album. David Migden has developed a unique sound that thrives off the strength of
his song writing.

David has recently joined forces with “The Dirty Words”; a collection of some of the
most exciting musicians around, to record his latest album fiSecond Hand Tattooo
which will be released in February. The aloum has an edgy and unique sound that
can only be described as fiTwisted American Rootso. iSecond hand Tattooo is an
unpredictable beast of an album that is capable of gently seducing you into a strange
and beautiful universe of lonely planets in love with comets and a strange man trying
to sell second hand tattoos that he found in a graveyard by the light of the moon.
